THE NON-APPEARANCE OF A JOINT EDITORIAL--A RECENT TRADZTION-—
AND CHINESE LEADERS CHOU EN-LAI AND WANG HUNG-WEN. THE
REGIME'S SEPT. 30 CELEBRATIONS WERE HOTED BY VICE PREMIER
TENG HSIAO-PING WITH CHEN HSZ-LIEN DOING THE HONORS IN SINKIANG,
WRTC'H CELEBRATED ITS 20TH ANNZVERSARY AS AN AUTONOMOUS REGION
THE SAME DAY. TENG'S TOAST AND THE PEOPLE'S DAILY EDITORIAL
ON SINKIANG HIGHLIGHTED ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT THEMES AND, PAR-
TICULARLY WHERE SINKIANG WAS CONCERNED, SPOKE FORCEFULLY
OF THE DANGERS OF A SOVIET THREAT TO THE AREA. ON THE EXTERNAL
SIDE, CHZAO KUAN-HUA'S UN SPEECH BROKE NO NEW GROUND
BUT CLEARLY CALLED THE SOVIETS THE PRIME CAUSE OF "VISIBLY
GROWING" THREAT TO WAR. SINO-KOREAN RELATZONS RECEIVED ANOTHER
BOOST WITH TWO HZGH LEVEL DELEGATZONS TO PYONGYANG.
IN CONTRAST, SINO-VIETNAMESE EXCHANGES DURING THE LE DUAN
VISIT, ALTHOUGH THEY RESULTED IN AN AGREEMENT FOR AN ZNTEREST-
FREE LOAN, WERE MARRED BY THE UNUSUAL ABSENCE OF A JOZNT COM-
MUNIQUE AT THE CONCLUSION OF THE VISIT AND LE DUAN'S FAILURE
TO HOLD A RETURN BANQUET FOR HZS CHINESE HOSTS. M~ILE,
PEKING ADDED POTENTIAL NEW EMBARRASSMENT TO TAZWAN'S LEADERS
BY RELEASING 144 PARDONED oUS-CHIANG ARMED AGENTS AND CREW" 65
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OF WHOM LATER WERE GIVEN PRC APPROVAL TO RETURN TO TAIWAN.

1. NATIONAL DAY STATEMENTS AFFIRM UNITY AND PRODUCTION

ALTHOUGH THERE WAS NO JOINT EDITORIAL ON NATIONAL DAY FOR THE
FIRST TIME SINCE 1971, TENG HSZAO-PING'S TOAST AT THE GRAND
RECEPTION AND A PEOPLE'S DAILY EDITORIAL MARKING SINKIANG'S
20TH ANNIVERSARY (SEE PARA 7-8) MAKE CLEAR THAT THE REGIME'S
PRIORITIES AS ANNOUNCED AT JANUARY'S NATIONAL PEOPLE'S CONGRESS
(NPC) REMAIN UNCHANGED, FOCUSING MAINLY ON CHAIRMAN MAO'S IN-

TERNAL CONCERNS OF STUDY OF DICTATORSHIP, STABILITY AND UNITY,
AND PROMOTING PRODUCTION. TO EMPHASIZE THE IMPORTANCE OF PRO-
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DUCTION, CENTRAL MEDIA RELEASED A SERIES OF ARTZCLES ON THE
ECONOMY, INCLUDING AN NCNA STATEMENT THAT CHINA'S INDUSTRIAL
OUTPUT FOR THE FIRST EIGHT MONTHS OF THE YEAR WAS 17.3 PERCENT
ABOVE THE SAME PERIOD ~ST~VFARo. F,fRQMER EI4PEUkSJ;ZZMG THE DOMINANT
ROLE OF ECONOMIC PRIORIZIRF, 'TEXG QSI~~P$2$3 /+A+ TO PRE-
MIER CHOU'S CALL AT THE RPV W WZZD 'CHZNA 'INTO"A "POWERFUL
SOCIALIST COUNTRY BEFORE THE END OF THE CENTURY. " THE SINKIANG
EDITORIAL, FOR ITS CONTRIBUTION RAISES THE SPECTER OF SOVIET
AMBITIONS AND . PLOTS IN THE AREA AND WARNS AGAINST SUCCUMBING
TO SOVIET BANISHMENTS, A CLEAR LINK WITH THE ~ZONED
THEMES OF THE CAMP GN TO STUDY SHUI HU CHUAN (HK 11652).

2. LEADERSHIP APPEARANCES: NATIONAL DAY AND EARLIER

THIS YEAR'S NATIONAL DAY BANQUET WAS HOSTED BY TENG HSIAO-PING
IN THE NAME OF A HOSPITALIZED CHOU EN-LAZ CHOU, WHOM "CHINESE
SOURCES" QUOTED BY AFP DESCRIBED FOR THE FIRST TIME AS RE-
CEIVING MEDICAL TREATMENT, ALSO FAZLED TO MEET NORTH VIETNAMESE
PARTY LEADER LE DUAN DURING THE LATTER'S PEKING VISIT.
CHAIRMAN MAO, AS USUAL, DID NOT ATTEND THE BAANQUET, NOR DID
VICE CHAIRMAN WANG HUNG-WEN. WANG WAS LAST PUBLICLY IDENTI-
FIED ZN SHANGHAI JULY 31, AND MAY STILL BE ENGAGED ZN SOME
TASK EITHER THERE OR IN SOME OTHER PROVINCE. OTHER POLIT-
BURO ABSENTEES, IN ADDITION TO THOSE BASED IN THE PROVINCES,
WERE AILING PARTY ELDERS KANG SHENG AND LZU PO-CHENG, PEKING
MR CO~BR CHEN HSZ-LIEN, WHO LED THE DELEGATION TO SINKZANG
AND ALTERNATE POLZTBURO MEMBER NI CHIH-FU, WHO WAS NOT AP-
PEARED PUBLICLY SINCE MID-MAY.
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3. BELOW THE POLITBURO LEVEL, THERE WERE FEW SURPRISES AMONG
THOSE ATTENDING THE BANQUET. RECENT REHABZLITEES LO JUI-
CHZNG (WR 32) WAS LISTED TOGETHER WITH THREE OTHER MILITARY
MEN, INCLUDING FORMER WUHAN MR COMMANDER CHEN TSAZ —TAO, ZN
A POSZTZON BEHIND THE THREE GENERAL DEPAR~TS AND AHEAD
OF THE USUAL GROUPING FOR THE SCZENCE AND TECHNOLOGY COMMISS1ON,
WHICH COULD INDICATE THAT THEY ARE HEADING SOME NEW
MILZTARY DEPARTMENT. TWO CURRENT MILITARY REGION CO~DERS,~'S YANG TE-CHZH AND CHENGTU'S CHIN CHI-WEI, APPEARED IN
PEKING, AS DID PARTY FIRST SECRETARIES LIU HSING-YUAN FROM
SZECHUAN AND LU JUI-LIN FROM KWEICHOW. THE PRESENCE IN
PEKING OF SZECHUAN'S TOP THREE LEADERS (CHIN, LZU AND PARTY
SECRETARY LZ TA-CHANG) IS UNUSUAL AND SUGGESTS CENTRAL AT-
TENTION TO SOME LOCAL SZECHUAN PROBLEM. FINALLY, SHANSZ'S
FORMER PARTY FIRST SECRETARY HSIEH CHEN-HUA, WAS LISTED AT THE
BANQUET AS AN ALTERNATE CENTRAL COMMITTEE ~ER, BUT WITH

TWO WEEKS AFTER THE CONVENING OF THE NATIONAL CONFERENCE TO
