EK: I think an avowed dove, isn't he?

EK: Martin was what one might expect. He felt very deeply --

I am not sure he comes across so well on television and Rostow was MEX

very rastovian. Pete McCloskey was very good.
He.is good on television.

K: I think we all have to look at Vietn-Nam now again.

K: The problem in Viet-nam -— I don't know whether it would
have worked in the Middle East this time under any conditions but
it is sort of scary when sitting there with Asad saying why is
Sadat making concession whe you are going to let Israeli go.
I said we are not. He said you let Cambodia, V-Nm, Turkey, now
perhaps Portugal -- maybe that is different. That is one side but
on the other side you can read the Israeli newspapers and see
what they have been saying. Right now, the issue for me has
nothing to do with Viet-Nam but has to do with the fact that the
American authority to preserve the peace in the world is declining.
If it declines too much, we will live in a very dangerous

" environment and the real problem is I would settle for
anything that would get the national debate off ocur back.
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EK: I will ask you again,
K: I know, I guess it is the TV think.

EK: Yes.

K: I have it very much in mind. I have two obligations --
one to Barbara Walters and another one for three years to
:Bill Buckley which I unwisely gave and I have to fulfill.
