DAY SEPT 19 WHICH NORMALLY ZS A HOLIDAY BUT WAS OBSERVED THIS
YEAR AS A WORKDAY. MANY FACTORZES RESUMED WORK, AND ONLY ZNCZ-
DENT REPORTED WAS DISCOVERY OF WEAPONS CACHE ZN LUCHETTZ NOODLE
FACTORY. REPLYING TO NEWSMEN'S QUESTIONS, PZNOCHET ONCE AGAZN
STRESSED THAT TRADITIONAL DEMOCRATIC SYSTEM OF GOVT WILL BE
